2016

Out of the 2,945 arrests made by Beaufort County Sheriff's Office deputies in
2016, there were 15 incidents in which force was used to effect an arrest.

Use-of-force incidents represented .5 percent of total arrests in 2016.
Altogether, 23 deputies were involved.

These incidents included:
e 14 individuals
e 1 animal

All 15 incidents were found to be in compliance with the Sheriff's Office
standard operating procedures for use of force.
